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1. KL, 4-year-old child seen with sore throat, cough, and congestion. Swab tests were negative. Vital signs were stable. The patient was subsequently sent home with Bromfed. Left message for mother to call me back.
2. EQ, 35-year-old seen with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea. The patient had a white count of 7000. Chemistry within normal limits. No evidence of severe volume depletion. Vitals were stable. No tilt noted. The patient did not have any CT scan or any other imaging, was sent home with viral gastroenteritis. Urinalysis showed specific gravity of 1.025. Rest of chemistry within normal limits. The patient was sent home with Zofran. The patient states that she is feeling better and not having any pain or other issues at this time and she was very happy with the care.
3. TT, this is a 6-year-old child seen with possible foreign body in the right ear. The exam shows cerumen impaction. Vitals normal. No other issues or concerns, was treated with Debrox. The patient’s family states they have not had a chance to pick up the medication over-the-counter, but they were happy with Dr. Ali.
4. JS, is a 54-year-old gentleman with itchy painful watery eyes. Diagnosed with bacterial conjunctivitis, treated with TobraDex. Left message for him to call me back today. 

5. RG, is a 40-year-old gentleman with shortness of breath. White count was 13,000. Chest x-ray was negative. Chemistry within normal limits. DuoNeb helped the patient’s shortness of breath because he was wheezing. Dr. Ali recommended observation, but the patient declined. Subsequently, he was sent home with azithromycin, prednisone and albuterol. Chest x-ray did not show anything, but the diagnosis was atypical pneumonia. Swab tests were negative. He states that he did not sleep very good last night, but he is at the pharmacy right now getting prescription. He liked Dr. Ali very much. His pharmacy closed by the time he got there. Consider giving the patients IM injections in the ER after pharmacy is closed since they are not going to get the medication till the next day please. The only medication given in the ER was DuoNeb treatment.
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
