HAYTER, LAURA
This is an 80-year-old woman with history of antineoplastic chemotherapy induced anemia, colon cancer stage IVA, diarrhea caused by drugs, metastatic cancer to the peritoneum, neuropathy, fatigue, weight loss, and vaginal bleeding.
The patient has a history of terminal metastatic colon cancer. She had a vaginal growth and vaginal spotting. She was seen by Dr. Patel for radiation therapy. The patient had a PET scan done recently which showed evidence of aggressive metastatic disease of her colon cancer. CEA is up to 96. The patient is anemic with H&H of 9 and 26, protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss. The patient is no longer a candidate for radiation and/or chemotherapy. For this reason, hospice was discussed with the patient and family; given her aggressive disease with no response to treatment, anemia and her current symptoms, the patient is a candidate for hospice and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
