BERYL, YAKIM
This is a 95-year-old woman with history of CVA, history of pulmonary embolism, shortness of breath, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, total ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient currently lives with her daughter Nancy who is her primary caregiver. The patient also has memory loss, sleeps majority of the day 16 to 18 hours, has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is protein-calorie malnourished. She has muscle wasting in the lower extremity. She is eating very little. She is requiring both hospice nursing care as well as aides to care for her before she leaves this world which is less than six months given her progression of her disease and overall prognosis remains quite poor.
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
