CUNNINGHAM, JANET
Mrs. Cunningham is a 57-year-old woman with history of malignant neoplasm of the right ovary. The patient is with her daughter Evio who is her primary caregiver. She has been experiencing generalized weakness and is losing her dependability. She is now sleeping about 12-16 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40% compared to 50% last time. She requires turning on regular basis. She has decreased appetite and decreased weight. She can only tolerate full liquid with Thick-It. She has weight loss which is unavoidable and decreased appetite causing protein-calorie malnutrition and severe weakness. Overall, prognosis remains poor. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy and the patient has been referred to hospice for end-of-life care. Pain is somewhat of a problem and she requires pain medications and medications for anxiety around the clock.
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
