HOUSE, JODIE
Ms. House is a 59-year-old woman with endstage breast cancer stage IV left side with distant type metastasis both right and left ovary, adrenal gland, peritoneum, liver, brain, and bone. The patient was diagnosed with metastatic recurrent invasive lobular carcinoma of the left breast, ER positive, PR positive, HER-2/neu negative with bone, uterine and ovary metastasis on or about 03/02/23. The patient’s breast cancer goes back to 2022, where she has been under numerous treatment plans and both radiation and chemotherapy.
The breast cancer has left her anemic, anorexic, in pain because of bone pain, dizzy, severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient also is anemic with H&H of 7 and 25. She is no longer a candidate for transfusion. She has decreased albumin, decreased total protein, eating very little and requiring pain medication around the clock. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this woman given her very aggressive and advanced breast cancer, expected to die within six months. The patient lives at home with a caregiver and needs help to transition to end-of-life care at this time since she is no longer a candidate for any treatment plans.
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
