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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with recent onset of asymmetric left-sided throbbing cephalgia.

COMORBID MEDICAL PROBLEMS:
Treated gastritis
1. GERD.

2. Depression.

3. Insomnia.

4. Hypertension.

5. Cold sore.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
1. Famotidine 40 mg tablets daily.

2. Propanolol long-acting 50 mg capsules.

3. Lisinopril 5 mg.

4. Omeprazole 40 mg Delayed Release.

MEDICINALS & SUPPLEMENTS:

Fish oil, vitamin B12, vitamin D3, and vitamin E.

RECENT MEDICAL TRIALS:

Nurtec ODT 75 mg tablets one orally daily p.r.n.
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CURRENT FINDINGS:

MR brain imaging 12/07/2022 (Open Systems Imaging) with and without contrast study.

The study shows a linear susceptibility artifact and enhancement of the right frontal parietal lobe junction compatible with a developmental venous anomaly without evidence of gliosis or enhancement. The study was otherwise normal.

LABORATORY TESTING

Completed in November 2022 showed a slight elevation of the expected LDL cholesterol with normal blood count chemistry panel and a slightly subphysiologic vitamin D level.

Dear Dr. Furst & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Magdalena Guzman for neurological evaluation.

She complains of left-sided recurrent intense throbbing cephalgia without aura or associated migraine stigmata. She does report headache arousals at night and gives a history strongly suspicious for restless leg syndrome.

The evaluation previously completed showed MR Imaging for a focal lesion in the right frontal region for which we will schedule a diagnostic electroencephalogram to exclude cerebrocortical irritability that might be contributing to clinical symptoms of effective changes of depression.

In consideration for further care understanding that previous headache treatment medications have not been successful, I am giving her a trial of gabapentin tablets sufficient to treat initial symptoms of restless leg syndrome taking one 300 mg tablet in the afternoon and two tablets at bedtime.

We will schedule her for reevaluation and followup in considering further evaluation and treatment as she completes her EEG and returns for followup.
