PROCEDURE PERFORMED:

1. Attempted colonoscopy, flexible sigmoidoscopy.

2. Biopsy, tattoo placement.

INDICATIONS: Melena.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. Rectosigmoid mass.

2. Internal hemorrhoids.

3. Procedure stops at the rectosigmoid colon due to obstructing mass unable to pass the scope beyond that area.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Rectosigmoid colon.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the anorectal area, advanced up into the rectosigmoid colon without complications. Unable to advance the scope beyond that area. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure. Retroflexion performed at the rectum.

FINDINGS:
1. In the rectum, internal hemorrhoids grade 1.

2. At 20 cm from the anus, there is obstructing multi-lobulated mass friable likely consistent with malignancy, unable to pass the scope beyond this area. Multiple biopsies taken and tattoo was placed.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. The patient would be refer to colorectal surgeon and if diagnosis of malignancy confirm the patient will be refer to oncology.

3. The patient will need repeat colonoscopy once surgery is done and obstruction is relief to examine the rest of the colon.

4. The patient is to follow up in GI office in the next one week. To discuss pathology report the patient is to further recommendations will be based on pathology reports.
