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Echo Report
Final Interpretation:

1. Normally functioning bioprosthetic aortic valve. Aortic valve area 1.5 cm2. Mean gradient across the aortic valve 7 mmHg. Dimensionless index 0.36.
2. Please note the patient had a TAVR two years ago.

3. Trivial aortic regurgitation.

4. Mild left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 50%.
5. Inferior wall and inferoseptal area near the apex are akinetic. Other areas contracting adequately.
6. Mild left atrial enlargement.

7. The patient has pacemaker and in the presence of pacemaker rhythm the diastolic function cannot be evaluated.

8. Mildly thickened posterior mitral leaflet.
9. Mild tricuspid regurgitation and mild pulmonic regurgitation, which are likely a normal variant.
10. Pulmonary artery pressure 21/9 mmHg with mean 13 mmHg.
Please note that this patient was very difficult to image and particularly subcostal four-chamber views could not be obtained.
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
