History: Ms. McCombs is a 96-year-old white female who was accompanied by her sister -in-law, Ms. Cheryl McCombs, to the office. Ms. McCombs now lives with her sister-in-law and brother. Ms. McCombs has:

1. Congestive heart failure.

2. Chronic atrial fibrillation, on long-term anticoagulations.
Overall, she is doing well, but she states she gets fatigued and tired easily. Her oxygenation was about 94%. I discussed about home health, physical therapy using maybe some portable oxygen of one to two liters per minute. I even discussed hospice care. The patient states she has already checked and with her insurance she does not have any custodial care benefits. The patient does not want to have oxygen nor home health nor any other things at this time. She is advised a lab again to see if all the parameter are within normal limits including her sodium. She does not have any leg swelling and she does not want hospice care at this time. I have advised labs including CBC, CMP and a BNP and I will see her in the office in next three to four weeks. This is an elderly white female who we are trying to prevent hospitalization and taking care of her in the office with a little more frequent visits than usual.
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
