Thank you for this referral.

This patient comes here for followup. Her symptoms are episode of nausea and vomiting few days ago and vomitus was dark and she also had similar drainage from the nose and so she is here worried about an issue with her history of Factor V Leiden mutation.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy. She has Factor V Leiden mutation, however she does not have any problem with that defect at present. The patient has heavy menstruation and she bleeds for four to five days.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for sister passing away from pulmonary embolism and family history of Factor V mutation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is very pleasant 22-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 185 pounds, and blood pressure 127/83.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of recent nausea, vomiting, and dark vomitus.

2. History of Factor V Leiden mutation.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point it appears that the episode she may not be related to her Factor V Leiden deficiency it could have been gastritis nonetheless we will check CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, and INR. She was reassured as far as her Factor V mutation usually it causes blood clots nonetheless it is nice pickup that she could have some thing related to Factor V mutation as well.
