This is a progress report on Amrut Patel.

Amrut Patel comes here today with history of cough and fever for last few days inability to sleep at night because of intractable cough this is going on for last five days. The patient checked himself for COVID and it is negative.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of glaucoma and he is on eyedrops.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is now 65-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 178 pounds, and blood pressure 118/76.
Eyes/ENT: Eyes: Red and watery. ENT: Throat congested with yellowish exudate.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Occasional wheezing.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema. His sinuses were tender.

DIAGNOSIS: Acute bronchitis and possible upper respiratory infection.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipids, and hemoglobin A1c then we will go ahead give him Rocephin 2 g IV and put him on Zithromax Z-PAK as well as Medrol Dosepak. He also wanted refill on Prevacid, which we will do and for cough he will give Cheratussin AC 120 mL and Tessalon Perles 60 mg daily. Also, he has foot pain looks like plantar fasciitis we will give him meloxicam 7.5 mg once daily.
