This is a progress report on Bobby Silmon.

Bobby is a patient of mine known to me for last few years. The patient has had polycythemia and I see him periodically for phlebotomy.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 75-year-old male has been heavy smoker two packs per day for 40 plus years. He quit for a while. Alcohol none.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He is complaining of sometimes intractable and blood in sputum going on for last two months. The patient was sick three weeks ago and saw primary care physician he was given antibiotic. Subsequently, the patient continues to have cough, shortness of breath, and some weight loss. He presented to emergency room month ago or so then he was found to have COVID infection and pneumonia as well as some heart failure. The patient was hospitalized given some antibiotic for six days. This was in Texoma Medical Center. Chest x-ray did show a lung mass and subsequent CT scan was done, which did confirm a 6.5 cm hilar mass on the right hilum compressing the right upper lobe with complete collapse. There were lymph nodes in bilateral mediastinum and hilum and bilateral pleural effusion. The patient subsequently had a bronchoscopy by Dr. Sanober Kable and the bronchoscopy came back as invasive moderately differentiated squamous cell carcinoma. The patient is seen now on March 16, 2023 for further advise.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of COPD and history of polycythemia. He required phlebotomy in the past.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 75-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inch tall, weighing 210 pounds, and blood pressure 144/65.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. His face looks like he has lost lot of weight.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the basis more on right.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Squamous cell carcinoma of the lung with right hilar mass and collapse of the right upper lobe with bilateral mediastinal and hilar lymph node metastasis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and get some oxygen at home since he is having shortness of breath and scared significantly. We also will get PET/CT scan we will get referral to radiation oncology Dr. Morton. I will go ahead give him some Cheratussin AC on p.r.n. basis and we will try to preauthorize him for systemic chemotherapy with Abraxane and carboplatin.
