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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PATIENT: Phan, Viet

DATE OF BIRTH: 12/31/1962

DATE OF PROCEDURE: 03/20/23

PHYSICIAN: Shams Tabrez, M.D.

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: Colon cancer screening.

ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the nursing anesthetist under supervision of the anesthesiologist.
The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with hot forceps polypectomy and colonoscopy with hot snare polypectomy.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video colonoscope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the scope was placed into the rectum, rectosigmoid, descending colon, splenic flexure, transverse colon, hepatic flexure, and to the base of cecum documented with pictures. Coming out, I saw a 5 mm size flat polyp noticed at the descending colon, removed with hot forceps polypectomy successfully. No post-polypectomy bleeding. Scope was brought to the rectum. In the rectum, about 10 cm from the anus, I saw a pedunculated polyp about 8 mm, removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully. No post-polypectomy bleeding. Retroflexion at the rectum showed internal hemorrhoids. No bleeding was seen. The scope was straightened. Air was suctioned. I did not see external hemorrhoids. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.

FINDINGS:
1. Colonoscopy to the cecum.

2. Adequate prep.

3. Descending colon polyp x 1, 5 mm size, removed with hot forceps polypectomy.

4. Rectal polyp x 1 at 10 cm from the anus, about 8 mm pedunculated polyp, removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully. No post-polypectomy bleeding.

5. Internal hemorrhoids.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Repeat colonoscopy in five years.

2. Advised the patient to take high-fiber diet, drink more water, stool softener, Metamucil and Citrucel, fiber supplement, Preparation H, and Anusol cream for hemorrhoidal flare-up.
3. Follow up in one to two weeks.

The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
