CHIEF COMPLAINT: History of diverticulitis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 30-year-old gentleman who was hospitalized last Monday with diverticulitis right side, had been on two different antibiotics, finally was sent home on Cipro, Flagyl, and also placed on prednisone 5 mg, prednisone taper and tramadol. He has not been taking his tramadol, but he is having some pain even though it is improved.
He had two CT scans done in the hospital which showed no sign of abscess formation. He needs a third one before he goes to the GI specialist to make sure this has cleared. The hospitalist in hospital felt like the patient may have Crohn's disease. He has had a history of colitis in the past.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgeries.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. Cipro, Flagyl, lisinopril, prednisone taper, and tramadol which he does not take very much of.
ALLERGIES: He thought he was allergic to Cipro, but he has been taking IV and p.o. Cipro, so no allergies to Cipro.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No ETOH. No smoking. He does vape.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Abdominal pain is better. He is eating. He has normal bowel movements. No diarrhea. No vomiting. His appetite is still down. He still gets pain from time-to-time, but he has not taken any tramadol since has been home.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is not in distress. He definitely wants to go back to work, but he wants to wait another day or so.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 217 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 99.5. Respirations 16. Pulse 96. Blood pressure 130/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Diverticulitis.

3. Possible Crohn's.

4. Possible colitis.

5. He has an appointment with gastroenterologist in two weeks for EGD till things cool off.

6. Staying home another day. I told him he can stay home longer, but he wants to go back to work on Wednesday.

7. Take the tramadol for pain, but he has not taken any since he left the hospital over the weekend.

8. Recheck the CT of the abdomen with p.o. contrast to make sure everything has come back to normal.

9. Findings discussed with the patient and wife.

10. See gastroenterologist ASAP.
