No other issues were brought forth today.
ALLERGIES: TYLENOL.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally drinks socially. Negative for drugs or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She is not in any distress. She is holding the right side of her jaw however.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 103/65. Pulse 78. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 138 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Clear. There is some inflammation and erythema to the right upper jaw line at the rear molar, it appears as though partial tooth is missing.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right upper jaw pain. The patient will be given tramadol 50 mg b.i.d. #30 and Toradol 10 mg p.o. three times a day #30.
2. The patient is to keep her dental appointment and must follow up with dentistry.
