HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old little boy in today with dry cough and runny nose. He had headache off and on. No fevers, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He plays well. Symptoms are worse when he is outside, better when indoors with air-conditioning.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father and sibling. No association with secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation, he is sating O2 at 99% on room air. Current weight today is 49 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light, a bit watery. Ears: All within normal limits. No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: It is pink. No erythema visualized. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
The remainder of exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Seasonal allergies. The patient will be given Zyrtec 5 mg/5 mL one teaspoon on a daily basis for the next 10 days, 50 mL.
2. Cough. Poly Hist DM 5 mL three times daily p.r.n. cough, 75 mL.
He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return back to clinic or call me if not improving.
