HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old little girl, mother comes in with her. There is an acute complaint of it hurts when she urinates, also she has had some minor diarrhea. She had fever up to 101 three days ago, she also had a red spot in her pee last Tuesday and this has been going on off and on for four days.
Some mild flank pain as well. No other issues.

No flu type symptoms.

No acute pain.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN PRODUCTS.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. There was, however, some erythema to the oropharyngeal area, nothing ominous. There was no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa was moist.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Suprapubic area mildly tender as well.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a urine test. It was positive for leukocytes as well as blood.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Urinary tract infection, leukosuria, hematuria. The patient will receive Keflex 250 mg/5 mL, 10 mL b.i.d. for seven days, 140 mL.
2. She is to drink plenty of fluids, get plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, return to clinic if not improved.
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
