I had the pleasure to see Rodney today for stroke.

CHIEF COMPLAINT

Stroke.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient had a history of stroke in November 2022.  Majority of history is provided by the son.  According to the son, the patient has sudden onset of left hemiparesis, left facial droop, and difficulty speaking.  He was having slurred speech and he was having walking difficulties.  The patient was admitted to the Eden Medical Center.  The patient was diagnosed with minor stroke.  The patient was hospitalized for a week.  The patient is currently much stronger now.  The patient’s left side is much stronger.  The patient is able to speak a lot better.  Currently, there are no significant hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes.  The patient has been taking aspirin since then.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. History of stroke in November 2022.

2. Diabetes 2013.

3. High blood pressure 2015.

4. History of stroke in 2013 and also in November 2022.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

The patient has a history of back surgery 2013.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Hydralazine.

2. Irbesartan.

3. Doxazosin.

4. Atorvastatin.

5. Furosemide.

ALLERGIES

The patient has no known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is married.  The patient is currently not working.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY

Mother had a stroke and lung cancer.  Father has heart attack.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has chills.  The patient has skin rash.  The patient also is short of breath.  The patient also has urinary urgency and frequency.  The patient has joint pain.

IMPRESSION
1. History of stroke in November 2022.  The patient also had another stroke in 2013.  In 2022 November, the patient had sudden onset of left hemiparesis.  The patient is now much better.  The last hemiparesis is 70 to 80% improved.  The patient’s slurred speech and dysarthria has also significantly improved.  The left facial droop is also significantly improved.  The patient has physical therapy.  The patient was in the Eden Hospital for a week.

2. Hypertension.
3. Diabetes.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Recommend the patient to continue to take enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg per day.

3. Explained to the patient common side effects including stomach upset and GI bleeding.

4. Continue atorvastatin.
5. The patient also needs to continue blood pressure medication per primary care doctors.  The blood pressure range should be normal range.

6. I also explained to the patient and the son of the common signs and symptoms of an acute infarct or acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
7. Explained to the patient go to nearest emergency room if he develops any other signs and symptoms.
