SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis described that he has been doing good and pleasant. Recently some of the family members got sick and that was little bit stress, but he has been doing very well and medication has been helping. He was alert, oriented, and tall Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. He denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. He claimed that he is cheerful, happy and very much contended. Medication is working. He is taking all his medications even there is no medical problem.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, depressed, rheumatoid arthritis, hypertension, and back pain.

PLAN: Continue with supportive plan. I will continue on Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, and trazodone 50 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained. Prognosis guarded.
