The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon described that she is overwhelmed with the work. She is working more than 25 hours because she was appreciated by the workplace. Due to the work, her other things became incomplete although she believes that she is doing much better. She is more focused on the work and does not focus to the bodily symptoms. She has knee replacement and also back pain and taking ibuprofen 800 mg prescribed by her primary care doctor. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. She described she is able to work and attentive and productive. Without Vyvanse, she can live. She is also taking Wellbutrin for her depression. She was alert and oriented x3. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any other use of alcohol or drugs. The patient has provided insight into her difficulties. Also, her education about the medications and positive reinforcement, which she receives from the work. The patient agreed with the comment.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, attention deficit disorder, status post knee surgery and pain in shoulder.

PLAN: Continue Wellbutrin XL 300 mg in the morning and Vyvanse 60 mg daily. A 30-day supply was given. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
