SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie was seen with his wife Kristi who reported that he is making good improvement. I congratulated him for the happy birthday as today is his birthday. He was happy. He described that he is doing good and has been getting along well with his wife. His wife also reported that he is making improvement and she does not want to decrease his Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d. and 400 mg at bedtime as it has been helping him a lot and his anger and other behavior is controlled. Leslie was happy, pleasant, cooperative and attentive. He denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. His judgment and insight is improving. There was no involuntary movement. I educate him about his ongoing situation, his stress and also about the role of medication. He denies any side effect of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder making improvement.

PLAN: Continue on Depakote 500 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 100 mg at 9’o clock and 3’o clock and Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime. A 30-day medication was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained. Prognosis guarded.
