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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation and continuity of care.
Previous history of adult onset seizure/seizure disorder.
History of four episodic seizures in 2009 through 2022.

History of neuro stabilization with medication readjustment.

This patient was previously treated and cared by Dr. Joel Rafael PHD, M.D. who has retired from community clinical practice to practice at Enloe Hospital.
Dear Robert & Professional Colleagues:
Craig Clark was seen initially on November 7, 2022, with a followup on December 9, 2022, and today.
We obtained the medical records from Dr. Joel Rafael and he had previously completed diagnostic electroencephalogram in September 2000, which was normal.
Under Dr. Rafael’s care his Keppra was initiated at 250 mg twice a day and increased to 500 mg twice a day, which he has continued without reported difficulty.
Since readjustment of his regimen he has had no further breakthrough seizures.
He denies any adverse reactions or difficulty with the medication.
His neurological examination today remains within normal limits as it was identified previously under Dr. Rafael’s care.
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Brain imaging has previously been completed.
In consideration of his ongoing care we discussed his continued utilization of medication, which he will continue.
Laboratory testing completed in November 2022 was normal as was previous laboratory studies accomplished through your practice.
DMV paperwork was submitted in October 2022 and was successful.

In consideration of his ongoing care we will continue to refill his Keppra medication 500 mg b.i.d.
Today he describes that he has a full bottle of medication with some additional pills from previous prescription.

We instructed him to contact the pharmacy for medication refills when needed.
I am scheduling him for followup reevaluation appointment in four months.

He will contact us in the meantime should he experience any unusual symptoms or concerns.

I will send a followup report then.
