Dear Dr. Khabir:

This is a followup for Mrs. Roland with prior renal failure at the time of Legionella pneumonia, respiratory failure, ventilatory assistant and sepsis, did not recover kidney function.  Last visit in December 2022.  She reports back pain, headaches and chronic dyspnea. No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  Prior smoker, discontinued August 2022.  Constipation, no bleeding.  Urine concentrated but no cloudiness or blood.  Takes medication for rheumatoid arthritis.  Follow with eye doctor, Plaquenil exposure.  No skin rash or pruritus.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Blood pressure on Coreg, Prazosin, which is using mostly for anxiety, but has blood pressure affect.  Takes medication for psychiatry disorder bipolar.  Remains on Humira, Plaquenil and leflunomide.
Physical examination:  Today blood pressure 116/92 left-sided, repeat 122/82 left.  No respiratory distress.  Overweight 234.  Lungs are clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No abdominal or flank tenderness.  No gross edema or gross neurological deficits.

Laboratory Data:  Chemistries, creatinine progressively rising 1.9, 2, 2.1, 2.2 for a GFR 26 stage IV.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Anemia 10.1.

Assessment and Plan:  Renal failure post acute tubular necrosis at the time of sepsis, respiratory failure, Legionella pneumonia.  Kidney function did not return to normal, question progression although not symptomatic.  Prior imaging no obstruction or urinary retention.  We will see what the next chemistry shows before we repeat that.  A long list of medication exposure.  Interstitial nephritis is in the differential.  No skin rash.  No mucosal abnormalities.  Blood pressure appears to be acceptable.  Management of rheumatoid arthritis.  Prior smoker COPD, has not required oxygen.  Consider high risk medication immunosuppressants for rheumatoid arthritis treatment.  Continue psychiatry medications.  She has underlying posttraumatic stress disorder, panic disorder, bipolar disorder, and pseudo seizures.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
