History: This was a telephone meeting. Mr. Mark Heslip has severe amyotrophic lateral sclerosis. He states he is still working and he states he is able to use his hands and speak, but he has applied for retirement from Texas A&M. He states his ALS is progressing fast. He has no trouble breathing. After his wife bathes him over his private parts to prevent yeast infections, they spray nystatin powder. Somehow, the CVS has only 15 g quantity and they do not even carry the nystatin. Mark told me he was able to get a different kind of nystatin, which is Nyamyc powder in 30 g and I gave him four refills. The patient is still taking the medicine he is using for ALS. He is not having shortness of breath, chest pain or fever. He still has a suprapubic catheter, as he cannot pee on his own and has urinary incontinence. His legs have become extremely weak and not able to walk. He is mostly bedbound and A&M is trying to let him work from home and his wife also works from home.
