History: Ms. Josephine Johnson is a 77-year-old petite-appearing African American female whose only family left is her sister, Ms. Joan Goins and she stays home with her sister who helps her take her around to different appointments. Ms. Johnson is retired from the county. She has had a big stroke with abnormal MRI of the head. She has right hemiparesis; right upper extremity is more paralyzed than the right lower extremity and because of the stroke, the patient has had some seizures. In the past two years, she has had two grand mal seizures, but has responded to Keppra. The patient’s med list reconciled. The patient’s blood sugar was good. Her A1c usually runs 6 to 6.5 and new A1c, CBC, CMP, lipid and TSH are ordered since the patient has lost some weight about 15 pounds from the last visit. As the patient really has no other family except Ms. Goins, I think social determinants of health may play a big role in this lady’s care. In the patient’s last admission, the patient in the hospital was seen by a cardiologist and did undergo some testing; I will try to look into that.
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
