Dear Maureen Russell:
I had the pleasure of seeing Jennifer Peruzzi today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is a 50-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who has a history of stroke on 10/18/2018 while she was living in Florida. CT of the head at that time shows bilateral subacute areas of infarction involving nearly the entire left cerebral hemisphere and the watershed zone in the right parietal region. Petechial hemorrhage suspected in the left Sylvian fissure. She moved here. Her left side is still weak. She uses walkers and cane, but she can walk without that also. Her speech is not clear. She is taking medication. Memory is not good. Cannot remember the past. Cannot read or write.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety, stroke, chronic back pain, depression, dysphagia, essential thrombocytopenia, essential thrombocythemia, expressive aphasia, history of drug overdose, iron deficiency anemia, and nicotine dependence.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Back surgery and C-section.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergy.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 40 mg daily, vitamin D3, and omeprazole.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes one pack of cigarette per day. Drinks occasionally. She is single, lives with the boyfriend and have two children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive. Father deceased with cancer of the lung. One sister and two brothers alive and healthy.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal systems. I found out that she is having headache, memory loss, weakness, trouble walking, joint pain, joint stiffness, and leg pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert and awake. She has expressive aphasia present. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor System Examination: Strength right-sided 5/5 and left-sided 4.5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 3/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet. Gait, no ataxia. Romberg test positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 50-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Bilateral old stroke involving nearly the entire left cerebral hemisphere and watershed zone in the right parietal region.

2. Petechial hemorrhages in the left Sylvian fissure.

3. Expressive aphasia.

4. Left-sided weakness.

I do not have medication list in front of me. The patient came alone to my office. She does not remember the medication and pharmacy. I will continue the same medication, which she is taking. I would like to see her back in my office in six months.
