HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in because of having a fever and a cough. He also has a brother that has the flu. He also has a sore throat. The patient also has discharge from his eyes and much erythema to the conjunctivae and running a fever today of 101.5. Mother states that it has been acute onset. It started earlier this morning.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives mother, father and sibling.

LABS: By way of labs, a strep test and a flu test was done. He is positive for streptococcal sore throat and influenza type B.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. He looks tired. He looks a bit irritated. He is crying in the room. He looks like a sick little guy.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/82. Pulse 142. Respirations 16. Temperature 101.5. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 50 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light and watery. Conjunctivae much erythema. There is some discharge at the intercampus bilaterally. He will need an antibiotic drop.

Ears: Mild erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area erythematous. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Remainder of exam unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Acute conjunctivitis. The patient will be received tobramycin ophthalmic to be used one drop to each eye q.4h. #1 bottle.

2. Influenza. Tamiflu per weight protocol.

3. Streptococcal sore throat. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days.

4. Cough. We are going to go with Bromfed DM 2.5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough #60 mL.
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Plan of care reviewed with mother. I have answered all her questions today.
