The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in May 2017.  The patient was trying to move a 463L pallet with a crowbar.  The crowbar slipped out causing him to fall backwards and hit the back of the head on a metal object behind him.  He hit the back of the head against the steel railing behind his head.  The patient tells me that he has severe head pain immediately.  The patient has immediate blurred vision.  The patient has severe ringing in the ears.  The patient becomes confused and disoriented.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient tells me that he feels significant confusion for the rest of that day.  The patient tells me he also has significant ringing in the ears for the rest of the day.  He was unable to see well for the rest of the day.
Of extent event, the patient tells me that he has significant headaches.  He would have headache every single day mostly behind the eyes.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient also has significant forgetfulness.  He has significant difficulty in remember things.  He would misplace things very easily.

The patient is currently working as a recruiter for a contract company.  The patient tells me that his headache is significantly affecting the way he does his job.  The patient tells me that he will forget conversations.  He will have to meet many people a day.  The patient has difficulty to communicate at times.  The patient has significant difficulty performing his job as a recruiter.  The patient also has significant headache affecting his concentration at work. 
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
