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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Headaches and dizziness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he has been having headaches and dizziness for the last one year.  The headache is described as around the head pain.  The patient tells me the head pain is intermittent.  However, it can get very severe.  He can get severe at times.  The patient also has dizziness and vertigo symptoms.  The patient described as room spinning sensation.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, or dysphagia.

The patient does have ringing in the ears.  Sometimes, the patient has pulsatile ringing and also pulsatile headaches.
IMPRESSION
1. New onset headaches.

2. Dizziness with vertigo symptoms.
3. Ringing in the ears.

Differential diagnosis will include tension headache, inner ear disorder causing vertigo and ringing in the ears, given the pulsatile tinnitus symptoms, would also like to evaluate for cerebral aneurysm.
Other differential diagnosis also will include intracranial lesions, such as brain tumor.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above differential diagnosis.
2. I will recommend the patient to obtain a brain MRI, to definitely evaluate for stroke.  The brain MRI will also be useful to evaluate for multiple sclerosis.
