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1. TC, this is a 58-year-old man with right-sided abdominal pain. The patient had an H&H of 19 and 60. CT showed a 4.5 cm aortic aneurysm, transferred to Methodist. The patient is feeling much better. I spoke to him. He answered the phoned. They have not decided whether they are going to do surgery or not, but he was happy with the care he received at Deerbrook.
2. DU, is a 25-year-old with fever, chills, and nausea. Swab test was negative. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. Treated with Zofran. Doing much better today. They were happy with the care received.
3. TE, is a 30-year-old woman with constipation issues. The patient had a BM an hour ago, but she has been having constipation issues for months. She was diagnosed with IBS. CBC, and urinalysis within normal limits. It does not showed that the patient was given any medication, but sometimes they do not put that in the chart and she did not answer  the phone, but workup was appropriate.

4. IR, is a 2-month-old baby with fever, cough, and runny nose. Swab test negative including RSV, sent home with supportive care. Mother was happy with the care received. 
5. DW, is a 36-year-old male who punched the tree, had a fourth and fifth mildly displaced metacarpal fracture. He is going to see a specialist. He has a splint in place. He was happy with the care received.
6. AW, is a 33-year-old woman with left earache. Vital signs stable. Diagnosed with otitis externa and otitis externa. Treated with Ciprodex and Augmentin. Left message for the patient to call me back.

7. AW, 31-year-old woman with headache, sore throat, cough, and stomachache. Vital stable. Swab test negative. Diagnoses of URI and sinusitis. Treated with Amoxil. She was happy with the care received.

8. PW, is a 3-year-old baby with cough, congestion, earache, sore throat, and stomachache. Swab test negative. Mother was happy with the care. They send the patient with Zyrtec, already doing better.
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9. CT, is a 48-year-old male with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis and sent home with Medrol Dosepak. Already doing better. He was happy with the care received. 

10. AW, 14-year-old female with a knot in the lower back consistent with infected pilonidal cyst. Vials stable. Sent home with Bactrim DS after I&D was done. The phone was out of service.

11. SD, is a 26-year-old male with pain in the right ear. Vitals were stable. Diagnosed with otitis media. Treated with Keflex and Ciprodex. Doing much better today. Happy with the care.

12. SM, 18-year-old female with pain when she “pees” diagnosed with urinary tract infection. UPT negative. Sent home with Macrobid. STD sent. Mother states she is doing better today. They were happy with the care.
13. AM, 12-year-old male with right foot pain. After he kicked the kitchen tile floor. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with contusion. They were happy with the care received.

14. OS, is a 2-year-old with nose injury because fell over and hit the ground 1 cm laceration. Treated with Steri-Strips. Left message for the family to call me back.

15. BT, 45-year-old woman with headache. Vital signs were stable. Toradol took care of her headache. CT, CBC, and CMP negative. Sent home with Fioricet. She was happy with the care received with a history of migraine headaches.

16. GG, is a 16-year-old male with inner thigh infected sebaceous cyst. I&D was done. Culture was obtained. Placed on Bactroban and Bactrim DS. They were happy with the care received.

17. BB, 19-year-old male with stomach pain with knot above the belly button, also with cough. Diagnosed with umbilical hernia. CBC, CMP, and CT of the abdomen negative. Referred to a surgeon. They were happy with Dr. Maedo.

18. EC, is a 30-year-old with chest pain. EKG, CBC, CMP, cardiac workup, D-dimer, UDS, chest x-ray, PT, INR all negative. Treated with Toradol because of costochondritis and sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.

19. RB is a 60-year-old lady with bipolar disorder, schizophrenia, and COPD. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with URI and DJD. X-rays of the knee were negative. Chest x-ray and swab test negative. Sent home with medications that were not written in the chart. I left message for the patient to call me back.

22. KM, 33-year-old male with chest tightness, cough, neck pain, and right foot swelling. The patient had a negative swab test and CBC. Vital signs stable. X-ray of the foot was negative, but there is cellulitis present in the right foot. He was sent home with asthmatic bronchitis and right foot cellulitis. Treated with Rocephin, Flovent, albuterol and doxycycline. He is doing better this morning. He was happy with Dr. Maedo.

23. RR, 21-year-old female with possible strep throat. The patient had a positive strep. Negative otherwise swab testing. Diagnosed with strep pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Happy with the care received.

24. AH, 35-year-old with body ache, shortness of breath, cough, and chills. Vital signs stable. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis. Given Augmentin, albuterol, Bromfed, and Tessalon Perles. Message left for the patient to call me back.
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
