The patient presents with history of fever, white spots in the mouth, congestion for the past few days, and history of reported thrush six months ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory except older sibling’s history. Per mother, grandparents with recent COVID with exposure to them.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. No evidence of thrush on tongue or oral mucosa. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
COVID and strep tests were obtained with positive COVID test.

DIAGNOSIS: COVID infection.
PLAN: Recommended treatment was observation and temperature precautions. Also, continue to seek evidence of thrush with followup as needed if indicated. Routine care by pediatrician.
