The patient presents with history of right ear infection, with questionable impetigo, with sores on his chin present for the past few days with purulent drainage from right ear.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory except live in the woods according to mother.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Purulent drainage in the external auditory canal draining from the ear with tympanic membrane unable to be visualized. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Inflamed maculopapular eruption to anterior chin measuring 3 cm. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Culture was obtained from the right ear.
DIAGNOSIS: Otitis externa, questionable perforated tympanic membrane and with impetigo, possible MRSA.

PLAN: Given prescription for Bactrim, Minocin and Ciprodex with instructions to follow up with pediatrician, recheck here and with ENT referral as indicated.
