The patient presents with sores around his mouth for three days. Brother with impetigo on chin and with drainage right ear. Mother states that he fell and hit his face two weeks ago with bleeding right nostril with clearing and with recurrence of bleeding today from nose.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory except live in the woods according to mother.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No evident trauma deformity to the nose or active bleeding. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: With impetiginous like lesions in the perioral area. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Impetigo.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Bactrim and mupirocin. Follow up as needed here and with pediatrician.
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
