This is an 86-year-old woman, single; her husband passed away in 2008, who suffers from congestive heart failure, respiratory failure, hypoxemia, obesity, diabetes, diastolic dysfunction, hypertension and stage III renal failure.

The patient lives at home with the care of hospice at this time. The patient has been seen for face-to-face evaluation. Since last evaluation, the patient has continued to be short of breath. She is morbidly obese. She is chair bound. She sleeps in a recliner because she cannot lie flat. She is more short of breath. She is weaker than she was before. Even though she is morbidly obese, she is not eating very much. She is retaining a lot of fluid in her abdomen. She does have what looks like _______ ascites in her abdomen. She does not want to use oxygen even though her oxygen level has been low in the past and continues to decline. Her ejection fraction last was noted around 15 to 20%. The patient’s blood sugars are barely controlled with current medication and she has severe neuropathic pain in her lower extremities. She does benefit tremendously from hospice with both nursing care as well as aides on regular basis and provider services. She continues to remain hospice appropriate given her worsening congestive heart failure with the above-mentioned reasons and signs. The patient expected to live less than six months.
