This is a 48-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD, oxygen-dependent and short of breath. The patient has severe end-stage COPD with pulmonary hypertension, and edema of the lower extremity. The patient requires oxygen around the clock and breathing treatments at least every four hours. He sleeps about 12 to 16 hours a day now. His KPS score is now 40%. He requires help with positioning at home. He is wheelchair bound and requires help to get in bed. The patient has decreased appetite. He is not eating very much because of his disease and also has issues with pain and agitation, which requires medication on regular basis. He is at high risk precaution and unsteady on his feet. Since last visit, he has lost 3½ pounds. He is much weaker. He is more short of breath despite oxygen and using breathing treatments four to six times a day. He also finds himself to be anxious because of his end-stage COPD, pulmonary hypertension and anxiety related to shortness of breath.

He is showing decline in weight loss, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting as well. He requires change of position to keep him from developing ulcers, which he has had before on his buttocks in the past.

He remains hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
