Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Teja who has renal failure, hypertension, small kidneys, CHF, and low ejection fraction.  Last visit in October.  Denies hospital admission.  Follow CHF Clinic Mrs. Garcia.  Stable dyspnea.  Trying to do salt and fluid restriction.  Chronic fatigue.  No syncope  No  chest pain.   No increased orthopnea.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Urine without cloudiness of blood.  He feels like he is not emptying completely.  Supposed to follow urology Dr. Liu.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications: Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc, bisoprolol, Bumex, potassium replacement, and anticoagulation Coumadin.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 140/80.  No localized rales or wheezes.  There is JVD.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  Minor edema.  No focal deficit.

Labs:  Chemistries in March creatinine 1.6 if anything improvement.  He was recently as high as 2.2, baseline 1.4 and 1.5.  Present GFR 42 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium.  A1c 6.6.  TSH suppressed.  Free T4 elevated.  Pro-BNP 3000.  No albumin, phosphorous or cell count.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.

2. Hypertension small kidneys.  Blood pressure in the office acceptable.  Continue present blood pressure medication and salt restriction.

3. Coronary artery disease with prior bypass and stent.

4. Atrial fibrillation on Coumadin.

5. Congestive heart failure with low ejection fraction. 

6. Recent acute renal failure and cardiorenal syndrome.

7. Prior right sided hemicolectomy. No recurrence of cancer.

8. Hyperthyroidism subclinical from replacement.  Consider adjustment medication down.
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All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back on the next four to six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
