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This is a 45-year-old woman with history of malignant neoplasm of ovary. The patient has comorbidities of lupus. The patient has become weaker since last certification. Has lost weight about 2.5 pounds. She is beginning to eat very little with decreased appetite, eating 20% of her meals.

The patient also has a KPS score of 40%. She requires aides and provider services to be cared for on a daily basis. She lives with her husband who is also quite ill. She lives majority of the day. She has had both chemo and radiation therapy for her ovarian cancer in the past. She is not a candidate for any further treatment. She also suffers from systemic lupus erythematosus, which is causing more pain and weakness and joint soreness.
The patient does require position changes to keep from developing ulcers and the weight loss, the weakness and the other findings are definite signs of her worsening condition and she continues to remain hospice appropriate. She has most likely less than six months to live.
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
