History: Ms. McIntyre was seen after several months. Ms. McIntyre has rheumatoid arthritis, has hypertension, has had syncope and was found to have third-degree heart block and needed a pacemaker. She does not have a defibrillator. The patient also started developing extremely weak heart with poor ejection fraction and was diagnosed and whatever best could be done by Dr. Mays here locally was done, but the patient was still not improving and was going into frequent attacks of heart failure, hence the patient had left ventricular aid device for improving her circulation. This is a big affair, but the patient along with her husband has learned how to manage this and how to manage it in bad weather, how to manage it otherwise and the patient has to wear a vest, which is even quite heavy. The patient states she sees regularly Dr. Simpson who is the cardiologist in Houston at Memorial Hermann. The patient sees now Dr. Carl Tong. He is a cardiologist working for Texas A&M and also for the Maroon Clinic on the 29th Street and the patient goes and visits him once a month. He had ordered some labs recently and I have discussed the lab tests with the patient. The patient discussed with me her proper functioning of left ventricular aid device, which has been really a lifesaving for her. She also had physical therapy and from physical therapy, the patient is able to climb her steps up and down in her house and able to drive. The patient came to the office herself. Med list reconciled. She will be seen in the office in couple of months.
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
