The patient with history of acne on back for sometime, has tried other medications in the past, given clindamycin here before without benefit, still present.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: With multiple acneiform type eruption to back and face involving skin follicles without evidence of carbuncles or abscesses. Extremities: Otherwise within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Moderate acne eruption.
PLAN: Given prescription for doxycycline to take twice a day as prescribed for the next month or two with followup in two to three months to monitor progress. Maybe, a candidate for other medications. Mother states she has tried to get referral to dermatologist from Medicaid, but has been able to find one after calling multiple doctors‘ offices. The patient is a potential candidate for Accutane, but feels like the patient will probably respond to doxycycline, we will give that and we will follow up to monitor progress.
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
