Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Normal. Skin: Normal. Neurological: Normal.
Strep test performed was negative.
DIAGNOSES: Type B flu with pharyngitis and mild bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up here as needed and continue care with PCP.
