HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old gentleman here for a routine physical examination.

The patient works with coastguard and needs a physical every so often and is here for that physical today. He has had physical here in 2019 and stated that since then he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states he has no complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.
Blood pressure 143/92.

Pulse 71.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Essentially normal. Eyes: PERL. EOM full range of motion. No restrictions. No erythematous conjunctivae. No bleeding of his conjunctivae. No discharge from his conjunctiva. Orbits: No edema. No erythema. No tenderness to palpation. Visual Acuity: Left eye with glasses 20/25, right eye with glasses 20/20, both eyes with glasses 20/20.

His ear exam was done today using the audiology machine. Hearing on Right Ear: at 1000 Hz, normal at 20; at 2000 Hz, normal at 25; at 4000 Hz, normal at 25; at 500 Hz, normal at 25. Left Ear: at 1000 Hz, hearing is normal at 25; at 2000 Hz, normal at 25; at 4000 Hz, normal at 25; and at 500 Hz, normal at 25. _______ hearing is approximately 25.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
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RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

Today, the patient had a chest x-ray as part of his physical exam. Chest x-ray does not demonstrate any acute processes. Lung markings are normal. Bony structures are normal. Costophrenic angles are sharp. Heart is clearly demarcated.

EKG was done as part of his physical. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. No arrhythmia. No acute processes.

Urine drug screen was done today. Drug screen revealed negative for buprenorphine, amphetamines, benzodiazepine, cocaine, methamphetamine, ecstasy, morphine, methadone, oxycodone, phencyclidine and marijuana. These are all negative.

Labs were drawn today. These labs include CBC, CMP, and lipid profile. Result is not available, but the patient has demonstrated that he can perform the jobs required of him for his employment. He was cleared temporarily until labs are available. If any drastic results from the labs, he will be called and advised to have those addressed, but that should not prevent him from performing the daily functions at his job.
