ARNOLD, BOBBY
This is a 77-year-old gentleman with history of Alzheimer's dementia. The patient also suffers from atherosclerotic heart disease, angina, shortness of breath at all times, DJD, pain, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, history of myocardial infarction, skin cancer, and severe DJD lower extremities especially both knees. The patient’s dementia is of Lewy body type. This is a much faster and much more progressive type of dementia that effects male more than female. The patient lives with his sister since the last evaluation. The patient has had increased episodes of auditory and visual hallucinations, increased confusion, and disorientation. The patient has a tendency to wonder at night. He no longer recognizes his sister, Donna. He has a KPS score of 40%. Considered total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, and requires turning every two hours, he is no longer able to walk because of the fact that he is at a high risk of fall and has had numerous falls in the past few weeks. He is also having trouble swallowing with pureed food, decreased weight due to decreased appetite, weakness severe, and continues to be hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
