RIVERA, GREGORIO
This is a 91-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of Parkinson’s disease and also suffers from dementia, aspiration, weakness, anxiety, history of pressure ulcers, and urinary incontinence. The patient is 91 years old with protein-calorie malnutrition which is the cause of his pressure ulcers. The patient will no longer be able to heal any of these ulcers. Since he has lost his ability to stimulate nutrition. He has hypoalbuminemia and low protein. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He lives with his daughter Louise who is the primary caregiver. He has also had decreased mentation and physical health. He is bedbound. He has a KPS score of 40%, requires care around the clock. Total ADL dependent. He is now bowel and bladder dependent and requires feeding and transfer as well.

His pressure ulcers have been treated and does not appear to be infected at this time. Decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, hypoalbuminemia as was mentioned. He has lost weight. He does not want to eat. He eats only 10 or 15% of his food with decreased appetite. Given all the above mentioned issues including the fact that he is in chronic pain and requires morphine around the clock, he has very little time left on his earth and is mostly going to die within six months which makes him hospice appropriate.
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
