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ECHO Report

Final Interpretation:
1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65%.

2. Please note the diastolic function cannot be evaluated because the patient has a mitral annular ring for mitral valve repair in 2010. 
3. In 2010, the patient had a mitral valve repair procedure done for severe mitral regurgitation where mostly the ring was introduced in mitral annular area.
4. Mild mitral annular calcification.

5. Left atrial and ascending aorta diameter at the upper limit of normal.

6. Tricuspid valve prolapse.
7. One aortic valve leaflet is moving 100%. Both leaflets themselves are looking adequate. This finding suggests that the patient does not have any significant aortic stenosis. 
8. The mean gradient across the aortic valve is 10 mmHg. The aortic valve area is more than 2 cm².

9. Mitral valve area 2 cm². Mean gradient 6 mmHg. 
10. Mild pulmonary hypertension.

11. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure 41 mmHg suggesting mild pulmonary hypertension. 
12. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure 41 mmHg. These suggest mild pulmonary hypertension.

Please note that dimensionless index of aortic valve is 0.58 once again suggesting no significant aortic stenosis. 
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
