CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rib pain and left-sided chest wall pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter complaining of left-sided chest wall pain and left rib pain on and off for past month and half and she has taken over-the-counter pain medication without much relief. The patient two years ago had costochondritis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied head injury, chest injury, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, falling down episodes, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
In December 2022, the patient had open heart surgery.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Chest wall examination reveals tenderness of the left costochondral joints and also tenderness of the ribs. There were no skin lesions and there is no lymph node enlargement.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
