HISTORY: The patient is a 2-year-old male accompanied by mother who presents as an emergency room followup. According to mother, child continues to have some wheezing and coughing and congestion episodes. Denies any fever.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies reported.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 
HEENT: ENT: The patient according to mother has stuffy nose with mucus and congestion. Denies any ear pain. No pulling of ears. No reports of any sore throat or painful swallowing. Eyes: No report of any blurred vision or eye drainage.

CARDIAC: No report of any palpitations or pain.

RESPIRATORY: Complains of cough and congestion with some intermittent shortness of breath.

GI: No reports of any nausea. No vomiting or diarrhea.

SKIN: No reports of any rash. No abrasion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No reports of any joint pain or joint swelling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child appears groomed a lot with no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight is 27 pounds. O2 saturation 96%. Blood pressure not taken. Pulse is 118. Respirations 22. Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membrane pearly grey. No erythema. Nasal mucosa erythematous, moist, and congested with thick mucus.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness. No adenopathy.
LUNGS: Few crackles and respiratory wheezes audible bilateral lung fields.

HEART: Slight tachycardia noted. No murmur evident.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x 4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The child moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.
NEURO: Child makes good eye contact. No deficit noted.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions. No abrasion. No rash noted.

Child was given Rocephin 250 mg IM x1, which was well tolerated. Child also had albuterol nebulizer treatment, which was also tolerated. The patient is to continue all current regiment and report to clinic in three days.

DIAGNOSIS: Reactive airway disease, shortness of breath, seasonal allergies, cough, and runny nose.
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
