CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with a complaint of decreased hearing left ear for the past few weeks. He states he feels like water in the ear and popping, uses a Q-tip occasionally to get moisture out of ears.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Uneventful other than mother is a nurse, works at Texas Emergency Hospital, perhaps to become a nurse practitioner, homeschooling patient and his sister.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Whitish object in left external auditory canal. Remainder of head, eyes, ears, nose and throat examination is negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Labs were obtained for well check.
Left ear was irrigated with removal of large piece of wax measuring 15 mm in diameter with small amount of whitish material from Q-tip.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Well-checkup, foreign body left ear external auditory canal.
PLAN: The patient is to follow up next week to review lab with mother and sister, with precautions regarding cleaning ears to use ears kits as needed.
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
