HPI: A 99-year-old seen in room. She had her headphones on listening to audio books. She is always pleasant and interactive. She made her needs known and she wanted the letter when completed sent to her daughter’s address and stated that it was for the purposes of IRS and that because she needs assist with at least two ADLs that she may not have to pay taxes. She has also had some redness on the left eye with some edema. She states that her eyes just feel irritated. She also again points out she does not think the diuretic is working well enough because her legs are swollen. I reassured her they look fine.
DIAGNOSES: Bilateral LEE resolved, HTN and wheelchair dependent.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/01/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular, bite-size food.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant and alert, able to voice her needs.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/62, pulse 80, temperature 97.1, and respirations 18.
HEENT: Bilateral conjunctival injection without evidence of drainage or matting and mild edema of upper lids with some pinkness both upper and lower.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She has trace LEE of bilateral ankles and distal pretibial. There is some tightness to her calves.

SKIN: Intact and she still is weightbearing.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Blepharitis. Gentamicin ophthalmic ointment thin film both eyes a.m. and h.s. till redness resolved approximately five days and then thin film to upper eyelid a.m. and h.s. x5 days.
