HPI: A 90-year-old seen in room. Her husband of about 70 years passed away on 03/05/23. He passed in room followed by Lifespring Hospice and her daughters were present. She was telling me about the funeral service that it was beautiful and very respectful and she was so glad that it went as it did. She had her daughter from Texas in who stayed with her for several days and then thereafter they spent time at one of her daughter’s homes. We looked at floral arrangements that she had received from people who were not able to make it to the funeral and she told me about the family members who sent them. She then reflected on how she has been dreaming about her husband every night and acknowledges that she saw a change in him the last week of his life and she knew that he was going to be passing because he started to show his temper and becoming rude with other people at things that he had worked hard to change. She has come out of her room, stated she did not know she had so many friends here and the people have really checked on her, come and sat with her or come to get her to go to meals and they want her to sit with them. So, it has been helpful to her. Overall, she is sleeping. She is still eating. Denies any sense of depression or tearfulness. I just wanted her to know that anything she needs or any areas that she is struggling with that she can tell me and we will see what we can do to help even if it is just to listen to her and she was very appreciative.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bereavement issues. Husband of approximately 70 years passed on 03/05/23. The patient is coping with it, has had a lot of family and friends’ support to include those from in the facility.
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
