CC: UA followup.
HPI: A 76-year-old who told me she thought she had a UTI. At last visit, a UA was obtained and culture results and that I reviewed with her show mixed genital flora with bacteria not indicative of a UTI with no further testing warranted. She seems surprised and when I asked her how she was feeling, she states she just did not feel good and could not be more specific. She stated she did not understand what was going on with her. She started cardiac rehab and goes on Tuesday and Thursday, did not go on Tuesday because she felt tired and ended up doing nothing most of the day. She has been very excited about this rehab, which I reminded her of and she has been given the gift of a successful aortic valve replacement and now, she is lying around and doing nothing which is less than she was doing before. She was quiet and seemed to put some thought into it and stated she knew that she just needed to be in gratitude and that her cardiologist has been very happy about the surgical outcome and her recovery.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, HLD, COPD, hypothyroid, anxiety, MCI, depression, allergic rhinitis and history of UTI.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/01/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, resting in her living room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/65, pulse 66, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
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CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm. No MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. She ambulates independently in her room. She uses a walker outside of room. She has no LEE. Actually, good motor strength.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Not feeling well, UTI ruled out as a factor and I think she has just got some thinking to do and I encouraged her to get to bed and be at therapy in the morning.

2. Code status. We will need to address this in the next month.
